chicago and northern wisconsin history comes to life in  Blood: the Color of Cranberries, a new Historical Mystery Novel
Author Pamelia Barratt has used the cranberry-growing heritage of her family to create an early 20th century murder mystery that takes place in northern Wisconsin. Blood: the Color of Cranberries engages readers in a twisting interplay of personalities from Chicago, a Wisconsin farming community and an Ojibwe reservation. The secrets they conceal delay the unraveling of a mysterious “accident” for forty years.
 Now a resident of San Diego, California, Barratt was raised in Chicago and spent her summers on her family’s cranberry bog in Northern Wisconsin.  In her debut novel, she introduces the reader to the hardships of early cranberry cultivation; before the use of chemical herbicides, when harvesting was a community activity and there were no sprinkler systems to protect against frost.  Through the story, we learn how logging the pinery affected the Ojibwe people and upper Midwest environment. Perhaps most importantly, while being thoroughly entertained, readers are exposed to the history, serenity, and wildness of this glacier-scraped region where mosquitoes and loons reign.
